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Abstract: in article it is said that the refractory depression is characterized by a series of social psychological
predictors among which there is marital status and the interpersonal relations between the husband and the wife
occupy one of the leading places. In the analysis of some social psychological predictors, such as marital status,
it was taped that being married (52,8%) was statistically more in relation to single, unmarried (18%). At the
same time the tense family relations in 52,5% cases were observed, and the percent of good relations was not
small too (47,4%).
